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MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT

Hello Foxwood,

At our May membership meeting we
talked about some current legislation
that was being considered during the
special session of the Florida House
of Representatives. Specifically, HB
7031 E, which if passed could
significantly affect the way
mobile home park owners would be
taxed and therefore affect our
passthrough tax. In short, mobile
home park owners are subject to
commercial property tax rates, which
may increase by up to 10% annually.
The House proposed a reduction in
the allowable increase to 3% which is
in line with the homestead rate. This
bill has passed and is now awaiting
the Governor's signature. This is a
huge win for homeowners since
property taxes are passed on to us.
Assuming the Governor signs it, this
will take effect for the 2027 tax year so
it may be a bit before we notice this
change but it's still a win.

The Federation of Manufactured
Homeowners of Florida (FMO)
played a huge part in getting this bill
introduced and passed. If you're not
familiar with this organization, please
take some time to look into what they
do for communities like ours in the
state of Florida.

| don’t have the space in this column
to detail it but in short, they go to the
state capital and fight for our
interests. If you are not a member of
this organization, | highly suggest you
think about joining. It is a yearly $40
charge, but | believe it is well worth it.
The larger the membership is, the
more powerful the organization is
when they fight for our needs in
Tallahassee.
